American Humanics Certificate in 

Nonprofit Management & Leadership


You don’t have to change your major to change the world!

This certificate program educates, prepares and certifies nonprofit professionals to strengthen and lead nonprofit organizations. Any IUPUI student is eligible to enroll in the American Humanics Certificate in Nonprofit Management. 
Students in this program earn two certificates, the American Humanics Certificate (http://www.humanics.org) and the School of Public and Environmental Affair’s Nonprofit Management Certificate (http://www.spea.iupui.edu/undergrad/minors/). 
The program prepares college students for professional careers in the expanding job market of nonprofit organizations. Upon completion of the program, students will be certified for possible positions of leadership with collaborating organizations such as the YMCA, American Red Cross, Big Brothers Big Sisters, the Humane Society, and many other nonprofit agencies at both the local and national level.  
The American Humanics Certification program requires the demonstration of a set of knowledge and skill competencies and the completion of the 300-hour internship. Competencies are obtained through course work, professional workshops and retreats, the internship, and participation in the American Humanics Student Association.

What is American Humanics?  American Humanics is a national alliance of approximately 70 colleges, universities and 20 nonprofits that certifies professionals to work in the nonprofit area.  Its mission is to educate, prepare and certify professionals to strengthen and lead nonprofit organizations.

AH Certification:  The School of Public and Environmental Affairs sponsors the American Humanics program for IUPUI.  Any IUPUI student is eligible to enroll in the AH certificate program.  Students also may enroll simultaneously in SPEA’s Nonprofit Management Certificate program.  Completion of the AH Certificate automatically qualifies students for the Nonprofit Management Certificate.

Opportunities:  Nationwide, nonprofit organizations need to fill more than 50,000 professional positions annually—program directors, human resource managers, fund raisers, volunteer coordinators, etc.  The AH certification prepares college students for professional careers in the expanding job market of nonprofit organizations.  Upon completion of the program, students will be certified for entry level leadership positions with collaborating organizations such as the YMCA, YWCA, American Red Cross, Big Brothers Big Sisters, Habitat for Humanity, The Humane Society, and many other nonprofit agencies at both the local and national level.  

Requirements:  Humanics offers hands-on opportunities, such as internships and co-curricular activities, as well as coursework to help you achieve certification competencies.  This certificate program requires the demonstration of a prescribed set of competencies and an internship.  Here are the requirements: 
· Register with American Humanics at www.humanics.org
· Completion of 21 credit hours specified in the AH Coursework Requirements with a GPA of 2.8 or greater

· Receipt of a baccalaureate degree in any subject or major at the time or prior to receiving the AH certificate

· Certificate application for AH (and Nonprofit Management) certificate(s) through SPEA’s Student Services

Note: The AH Campus Director must approve all internships prior to initiation.  For certification you must complete an internship (with a minimum of 300 contact hours).  Internship credit is awarded using this formula:  1 credit = 100 contact hours.

Co-Curricular Requirements:

· AHSA:  Active participation in the American Humanics Student Association (AHSA) for at least 9 months or 2 semesters.  This includes meeting attendance and participation in at least 4 student association events, i.e., AHMI fund raising, fund raising for other nonprofit organizations, seminars, etc.   Registration with American Humanics, Inc. for at least 9 months.  Completion of 4 nonprofit agency visits.  

· AHMI:  Attend at least one or more American Humanics Management Institutes.

· Retreat(s):  Organize/attend one or more retreats—fall, spring and/or annual.

· Recognition Dinner:  Organize/attend one or more annual Recognition Dinners.
