Put it all Together

Estimated Sessions: 1 - 90 minutes class period

Grade Level(s):  Freshman/Sophomore classes
Purpose:  Using data from the previous 4lessons (Hands on Geography; Soils, Climates, and Ecosystems; Civilizations; and Tools of the Trade), today we will be solidifying the concepts through studying modern urbanization.

3 – How to analyze the spatial organization of people, places, and environments on Earth’s surface.
4 – The physical and human characteristics of places.
9 – The characteristics, distribution, and migration of human populations on Earth’s surface.
12 – The processes, patterns, and functions of human settlement.
17 – How to apply geography to interpret the past.
18 – How to apply geography to interpret the present and plan for the future.
Indiana Social Studies Academic Indicators addressed:

12 - Students will examine the human causes of change to the environment on a global scale along with the impact 
       of these changes on the lives of humans.
Objectives:  At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to

1.  define the 4 types of cities,

2.  identify 4 types of cities through photos, and

3.  synthesize the connection of geography to the growth of cities.

Background:  Students at this point may not see the previous lessons as connected in any way.  This class period should be able to alleviate that feeling of being disjointed and show how the concepts work together to create the environments that we see today.
Materials Required:  
· Photos of various cities to show the different types of cities will be helpful.  These photos scanned and presented into a PowerPoint would be best.  

Procedures: 
1. Begin class with a review of civilizations.  Students will present their information on civilizations (from previous lessons).  As students are filling out their “Civilization Charts” (from previous lesson) encourage them to begin looking for similarities (cultural) between these different groups.  
2. After the presentations are finished, ask students for the cultural commonalities of these civilizations.  Focus on what these groups needed to survive and what happens when they do not have these needs fulfilled.  
3. Compare the ancient civilizations (location/regions) to where modern civilizations/cultures are located today.  Look at the ancient cites that have survived (London, Paris, Naples, Florence, Cologne, Cairo, Athens).  What did these cities have in common?  Then move on to the 4 types of cities: Gridiron, Radiocentric, Curvilinear and Linear.  Point out the specific cities that match with each category.  Show aerial pictures of these to students so they may visualize how these types of cities are laid out.  Terra Server or Google Earth are good web sites. 

4. After students believe they are confident with these concepts, show other cities and have students write down in their notes the type of lay-out the city demonstrates.  This would also be a good quiz or part of a larger assessment in the future.
Assessment:  
1. At the beginning of the next class there will be a test over this unit.  Students will be asked to identify the type of city by a diagram of the city.  They will also be asked to associate certain cities with particular styles.  
2. Also, since students have presented their civilization Power Points today, there will be an assessment on their presentations.
Adaptations/Extensions/Call-Out:  
1. Students could research local cities and name the type of lay-out that was incorporated in their development.  It might also be interesting to compare the lay-out of cities in different parts of the world.
2. Students could write a short paper about the lay-out
