Educational Enhancement Grant Application


Spring 2006 Educational Enhancement Grants (EEG) Application Guidelines.  Read prior to completing application.
1. The IUPUI Graduate Student Organization has allocated up to $5,000.00 each semester to support graduate students who meet the following criteria:

a. enrolled in at least three credit hours for the semester

b. seeking funding for research expenses related to thesis or dissertation; travel associated with presenting a paper or poster session at a professional conference; and/or participating in training resulting in certification from a professional organization.
2. The maximum individual award will be no more than $500.  Individual students may have one award funded per academic year. 
3. The GSO reserves the right to not distribute all of the funds for EEG if applications are not rated of top quality.  The GSO will notify all applicants of their status one week after the April GSO meeting by email notification.  Applications will be reviewed by a student committee.  The committee will recommend funding applications of high quality. 

4. Because student activity fee funds are used to support the Educational Enhancement Grants funds must be used in accordance with University Guidelines for use of the funds.  

5. Applications are due by 5 PM on March 21st, 2006.  You may submit the application on-line to gradstu@iupui.edu.  Please put EEG GRANT in the subject line.  You are encouraged to apply before the deadline to insure the transmission of your application electronically.  The time/date of your email will be used as meeting the deadline for submission.  You should attach a word document of your application to your email.  If you do not want to submit your application on-line, you may bring a hard copy of your application to the Graduate Office in UN 518 by the deadline.

Spring 2006 EEG Review Process.  Read prior to completing application.


1. The EEGs are reviewed by a diverse panel of graduate students from a myriad of disciplines.  Please keep this point in mind when using technical terminology while completing your application—the reviewers may not be experts in your field of study.
a. Name of Applicants will be withheld from reviewers during evaluation process. 
b. No reviewer will have access to your student records.  Grades will be provided only by a representative of the graduate school.
2. Below are some important aspects considered by the EEG committee when evaluating applications.  Please note, incomplete applications will not be reviewed.

a. Quality and originality of both the application and the study subject.

b. Appearance and quality of the letter/statement of support.  The letter of support should contain qualifying remarks about the student.  It accounts for 5 points of the total application from 45 total points.

c. Abstracts should use lay language as much as possible while being informative, yet brief.  Do not cut and paste the abstract that you are submitting to your meeting.  The quality of your abstract accounts for 30 points of the total application from 45 total points-it is important for reviewers to understand the purpose of your research.
