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1. Are the goals clear and achievable?

The goals of the program seem clear.—To improve the preparation of business (MBA) and SPEA (MPA) students in the area of social entrepreneurship. The creation of new organizations or initiatives at the intersection of business, government and the nonprofit sector – to either directly improve the well-being of society or to provide financial support to an organization that improves social welfare.
2. Is the program academically sound?

The program involves a repackaging of existing courses and 3 to 6 credits of new courses focused on social entrepreneurship. Three of these new credits are embodied in a co-listed course across Kelley and SPEA that is currently under development. Three credits of existing courses (1.5 credits each) have the notation that they may be replaced by new courses being developed. There are nine required credit hours consisting of a 3-credit SPEA course, two 1.5 credit Business course and one cross-listed course. The other 9 credits are selected from a list of courses in Kelley and SPEA, with the added provision that at least 3 of these 9 credits must be taken in the school other than the one offering the student’s degree. This appears to be a sound design.
3. Are faculty resources available to offer this certificate without undercutting other key missions of the unit?

It appears that the certificate can be offered with only a minor re-orientation of faculty effort. Apparently no new faculty need to be hired. The program requires an administrator but any costs can be covered by raising funds externally, internal reorganization and obtaining internship support from the utilizing organizations.
4. Is there overlap, either real or potential, with any other unit that could harm the program or be exploited to help the program?

The proposal indicates the certificate will be closely related to the Center on Philanthropy the Tobias Leadership Center, and the Arts Administration program at SPEA. As Les Lenkowsky is a faculty member of CoP, TLC is in Kelley and Arts Administration is in SPEA, there appears little need for letters of support to indicate coordination. There is no mention, however, of the Museum Studies or Public History programs in Liberal Arts and, if they have not done so, I would encourage the developers to touch base with these program which have some clearly related programs and resources. Partnering with them should enhance these offerings.
5. Recommendation, comments or concerns about the project.
This proposal seems worthy of support by the GAC subject to the suggested consultation with Museum Studies (Elizabeth Kryder-Reid) and Public History (Robert Barrows).
