I’ve had the chance to review the grad cert program in Teaching of Nursing. Overall I found it to be well grounded in the literature, with a clearly expressed and convincing rationale; sufficiently rigorous (especially considering the quality of the faculty involved); and consistent with IUPUI’s mission. I recommend approval.

A couple of comments:

· The paragraph under “required resources” on page three is confusing—something seems omitted. It should be clarified.

· I am assuming that program evaluation will involve external review as part of a the regularly scheduled program reviews, but I think this is important enough to merit a clear statement that external review will be expected, and sought. 

· Some explanation as to the ways in which online instruction will not compromise the quality of instruction in what is clearly a human services arena would be advisable, to convince those who are skeptical of online instruction that it will still be effective.

I hope that helps; please let me know if more is needed.
