IU Dean’s Report – Dr. Queener

National Research Council of Doctoral Programs (NRC)
The search for the new IUB Graduate Dean now includes a committee which Simon Rhodes, PhD and David Ford, PhD are on. Dr. Rhodes asked the group to submit nominations as applications will be reviewed starting June 1st.

Curriculum Subcommittee Report – Dr. O’Palka
There will be an online meeting Friday, June 2nd for the end of the year.
Fellowship Subcommittee Report – Mr. Koerner
Last summer it was determined, students need to be enrolled for at least 1 credit hour to receive their fellowship funding for the summer, an audit of the University Fellows shows 14 students not enrolled for the summer. If by May 29th the students do not receive their stipends, Mr. Koerner feels schools/departments should check to make sure their students are covered on a 10 month or 12 month cycle.

· DENT – Dental Biomaterial Track in Dental Science PhD Program – Approved Contingent
The proposal needs clarifying language on which departments and where the courses will be offered. How many of the courses are from West Lafayette? Dr. Queener asked if it’s possible to link this track with the NRC, Dr. Gregory will look into it.
· SLA – Certificate in American Philosophy – Approved Contingent 
The proposal needs language clarification on the reviewers’ questions….P590 and the ‘capstone’ issues.
· SLA – Certificate in Bioethics – Approved 
· SLA – Combined MD/Philosophy MA Degrees – Waiting for revision
Dr. Eberl, clarified for the group that the combined degree is ‘one’ way to achieve level 3, their already working inside the established medical school curriculum. The degree is one of 9 areas of competency, 3 of which students have to achieve the highest level. This is just an addition way to help students. Proposed students: the program is only 2 years old, they have not reached enrollment cap numbers, currently for the Bioethics side of the program there are 2 concentrations: American Philosophy and Bioethics. They currently have 16 students enrolled for Bioethics, that’s not capacity. They’ve had 17 inquiries for the combined program. Dr. Eberl believes they might see up to 5 students per year for this combined degree. Dr. Eberl has already included this information in the revised proposal.

· NURS – Certificate in Teaching in Nursing – Approved and forwarded to the Dean of Faculties Office.
· SPEA – Master in Public Management – Waiting on submitting department to contact the School of Nursing.
