Review of proposal for MA degree program in Applied Anthropology.
Overall, this is a well-written proposal with a good rationale for the proposed MA degree program. 
Below are some suggestions that could enhance and/or clarify certain aspects of the proposal.
To strengthen the argument that “there are a wealth” of employment possibilities, some numbers or estimates of the appropriate outlets and more explicit examples of the opportunities for graduates would provide a better rationale for the impact of the degree. The general list of opportunities seems fairly broad and lacks specificity and clarity. Also, to what extent (% of graduates) would one expect the program will serve as a “feeder” for doctoral programs? These general data and/or predictions can provide justification for the number of initial admits within the first couple of years.
Among the options for obtaining the MA, it is not clear if internship option is a project conceived and designed by the student or if the committee and the intern organization essentially dictate the project.
Will all student committees be composed of only faculty within the program? Many programs require that an outside member serve on the student committees. This has the advantage of fresh and objective evaluation of the student’s capabilities.
For the cross-listed courses where students may be upper level undergraduates or graduate students, many programs have clear guidelines for additional requirements if the student is at the graduate level. Examples are an additional term paper, in-class topical presentations, and/or additional reading assignments. The nature of graduate level requirements in the proposed cross-listed courses could be more explicit.
What criteria will determine if a student is put on probationary status or is terminated from the program without a degree? This is one of the most important components of program’s policy. A student handbook with an unambiguous, written policy for probation, termination and appeals should be provided to all students and faculty.
