Grammatical/technical Comments:

Page 3 – National Board of Medical Examiners no longer develop board exams for Physician Assistants – NCCPA (National Commission on the Certification of Physician Assistants) has taken on the development and delivery of the examinations (www.nccpa.net )

National competency exam? – are you referring to the PANCE (Physician Assistant National Certification Examination) that is required for eligibility to practice as a physician assistant.

Page 6 – compulsory – what about mandatory core clinical rotations.

Page 8 – under Admission Requirement – should be Physical Therapy and not Physician Therapy.

Page 9 – Motivation towards a career as a physician assistant

General Comments:  For total credit hours – page 5 – how to you propose that the length of study has a range of 24 to 36 months and the credit hours are from 91 to 125?  What determines the range?  For example – my program is 27 months in duration – HOWEVER for those students who must repeat a course because they did not receive a B or better and according to the rules and regulations of the Graduate School, they are allowed to repeat a course once – then the program is prolonged – remediation is not included in the description of the program.  I was wondering what would constitute a program range.  This section may need additional clarification.

For your admission prerequisites – I noticed that you did not have designated credit hours for several of the courses – you would be prudent to place credit hours (as well as knowing the quarter hours) to remain uniform and specific in your requirements.  This eliminates challenges to your policies.
Final Comments:  I believe that your proposal addresses all of the necessary areas for obtaining provisional accreditation.  Your proposed program looks very competitive when compared to other programs in your area.  As you know, the program that you start with looks very different from your final product once you iron out the kinks and “oops” during the 27 months prior to the graduation of the students.
