A survey of Greek history in thefirst millennium BC, emphasizing the era of theindependent
city-states, with a brief glance at prehistory. Thebasic structure of political and military events
isviewed againg the cultural andintellectud backgroundfrom which they arose and which they
in turn heped to shape Emphasisis placed on understanding the variety and naure of the
andent sources on which all moden recongructionsdepend. While the course touches on all of
the Prindples of Undeagraduae Learning, it will especially develop studentsQcritical thinking,
communication skills, integration of knowledge and undestanding culture and sodety.

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Attendance. Regular attendance is required, and roll will betaken. Frequent absences (more
than 10%) will adversely affect grades. Class participation contributes 5% of thegrade

Source Reports. Two brief written evaluaionsof select andent texts (each worth 10% will
contribute 20%of thefind grade There are five possible choices; students mug write on either
Herodous (September 27) or Thugydides (Novembe 6) plusanother author.

In two to three typed pages briefly describe the source and assess its value and limitationsas
historical evidence. Discuss the source® subject and scope noting both what it indudes and
omits, congder the chronological, geographical, and persond information provided, collect
evidence of the author@ sources, and assess his out ook and biases. A form will be provided to
hdp assemble this information. Moden works may be conaulted (providing prope citation), but
more attention should be devoted to a close reading of the source itself and to suppoting
condusonswith referencesto itstext. Each mug be submitted at the start of classfor whichit is
assignad. Late submissionswill not be accepted withouta valid excuse approved in advance.

Discussion. Theclasswill divideinto small groups five times to discuss materia covered in the
Source Reports. Students will receive onepercentage point for paticipaingin four of these
discussions (oneabsence is permitted), and 1% for serving as scribe and submitting a summary
of thegroup®discussion at theend of class. Latecomersreceive partia credit.

Research Project. A research project, worth 25%of thefind grade, isdueat the start of class
on November 27. It will investigate atopic selected in conaultation with theingructor; alist of
topics will bedistributed. All topics mug be approved in advance; a detailed proposl with
bibliography mug be submitted by Octobe 30. Failure to obtain written approva and heed
comments may adversely affect thegrade

Papers should be 7 to 10 typed pagesin length; they should make use of several andent and
moden sources, induding material availablein Perseus, on Reserve, andin Reference; pgpers
tha rely heavily on sources produced for theweb will probably beinadequae. They mug
indudea prope bibliography and standad system of citation, with illudrationsif needed. The
article by Cahill provides amodd for format. Paperswill be graded equdly for content and the
qudity of writing. Students anticipaing difficulty with writing should contact the Writing
Center http://www.iupui.edu/~uwc/ in CA 427 (274-2049)and UL 2125 (278-8171) e-mail:
