•  The conference theme should be included in your 
proposal.

•  Engaging activities and interactive group learning op-
portunities are desired by the participants.

•  Allow time for questions and comments from the 
audience.

PAPERS
•  Submit proposals to present class term papers or 
research papers 

•  The paper should include the following:  introduction; 
purpose(s) or objective(s); citations/references/data 
sources and conclusion.

•  Paper presentations can consist of more than one 
student sharing their work. (Multiple papers may be 
presented).

Please limit your workshop or session to 1 hour. Each proposal postmarked no later than 
January 24, 2009 are guaranteed for the review process. Each submission will be emailed a response no later 
than February 9, 2009.
