Upcoming Events at the Eiteljorg Museum

Make plans to visit the Eiteljorg Museum in June 2002 as it unveils Phase I of the reinstallation of our Native American galleries, with lots of opportunities to tie into your classroom activities.  

Introduction to Native American Galleries

An area rich in photographs and depictions of Native Americans will greet you as you approach the Native American galleries.  This area will provide your students with a visual understanding of the diverse Native peoples across the North American continent.  This orientation to the land and peoples will be provided through maps highlighting the trade routes and culture areas and enriched with origin stories told by specific Native Americans.  An orientation film will be available for your students, highlighting the trade and exchange of materials, art, technologies and ideas among Native peoples.

Regional Woodland

Our new Regional Woodland gallery will be ready for exploration! The Central Algonquian peoples, of the Indiana region, are brought to life for your students with the utilization of images and narratives of contemporary and historical figures.  The gallery will have a main focus on the Miami, the Potawatomi, and the Delaware nations.  

The art, history and culture of these people are illustrated through first-person voice, and attributed to specific Native Americans when possible.  This gallery will include audio-visual, interactive, and demonstration areas, appealing to learners of all styles.  

(  Audio-visual:  Interactive components will focus on at least three   contemporary artists, originally introduced in the orientation film, who will demonstrate their work and discuss their art and its relation to their culture.  The piece that your students see the artist create will be on view in the gallery along with historical objects that relate to the contemporary object in some way.

(  Interactives:  A variety of interactives that address learning styles of different types of visitors will allow your students to develop their understanding of Woodland art, history and culture.
(  Demonstration areas:  A gathering space will provide opportunities for  students to interact with visiting Native American interpreters and artists.

Teacher and Student Resource Guide

A resource guide is currently being developed for you to use in preparation for your visit to the museum.  The Resource Guide will support educational standards for grades 3,4,5 and 8.  It will include:
