
JagAlert Important Information 

u This system is only for emergency and urgent notifications.  You will not 

receive messages through the system to remind you to pay your Bursar 

account or that the Jaguars just won a basketball game. 

u Information can reach you quickest from JagAlert via a text (SMS) 

message to your phone. 

u Your phone company may charge you approximately 20 cents if you 

receive a JagAlert text message, depending on your plan. 

u Your life is worth more than 20 cents.  

u Registering will not sign you up for anything other than JagAlerts.  

u Your contact information will not be given out.  

JagAlert is a collection of the emergency notification systems used by IUPUI to 

inform students, faculty, and staff of any safety issues requiring immediate 

attention.  Individuals need to take steps to verify that their phone, email, and 

text message (SMS) information for notifications is correct.  Follow the steps 

below to check your information in the IU-Notify message system, which is a 

component of the JagAlert system, and update your contact info if necessary.  

Then make a point of checking it once a semester and updating it immediately 

after any of your contact information has changed.

Types of Alerts from JagAlert 

An incident or condition that does not pose 

an immediate threat to life or safety, but is 

of a nature where timely receipt of infor-

mation or instructions may directly affect 

the well-being of the recipient, such as, but 

not limited to:  

Campus Closed/Classes Cancelled 

Civil Disturbance
