What Kind of Winter Will We Have? 

The National Weather Serviceôs Climate Prediction Center calls for above 

normal temperatures while precipitation amounts are unknown. The Old 

Farmerôs Almanac calls for colder than average and more precipitation. So play 

it safe, be prepared!

Driving - Be Prepared! 

Not all the deaths in automobiles occur in accidents, some people freeze to 

death. Thatôs why you should take three important steps before heading out in 

the winter:  

1. Make sure your vehicle is in good working condition, focusing on the 

following:  

Tires need to be properly inflated and have sufficient tread 

Windshield wipers should be in working order and the blades 
should not be worn 

Windshield washer fluid should be kept filled  

The battery must be charged and working and the anti-freeze 

should be at the proper level 

2. Dress for the temperature outside, not inside. It may be warm enough at 

home, in the office or classroom, and in the car when it is running, but if 

something goes wrong in transit, you will be dealing with those outside 

temperatures. 

3. Have the following items in your car in case you get stuck: 

Battery jumper cables 

Flashlight with charged batteries  

Ice scraper 

Emergency flares 

Blanket 

Shovel 

One or two bags of sand, rock salt, or Haliteðto melt snow behind 
tires to gain traction  

A cell phone in the event you are stranded
