During an 11 hour period 

starting on July 17, 2003, 

within a 15 mile radius of 

Merrillville, Indiana, 

10,428 lightning ground 

strikes were recorded. 

 

University Campus Hit in Tennessee  

On February 5, 2008, the campus of Union University in Tennessee was 

struck by an EF-4 tornado. Out of 42 total campus buildings, 19 received 

major damage, 12 received minor damage, and most of the student housing 

was destroyed. While 51 people were injured, none were killed.

Thunderstorm  

A Severe Thunderstorm prompted the evacuation of 

the Purdue University football stadium on September 

9, 2007, and 62,000 persons were evacuated in less 

than 8 minutes.  

Did you know?   

The IUPUI Department of Environmental Health and Safety, 

along with the IUPUI Police Department, instituted a 

program providing emergency radios for departments or 

individuals on campus wishing to purchase them. These 

radios broadcast emergency and weather information 

across the campus and have been tested to ensure 

operation in all IUPUI buildings.

The National Weather Service broadcasts official Weather 

Service warnings, watches, forecasts and other hazard 

information 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Weather radios 

are available for purchase at many retail outlets, including 

electronics, department, sporting goods, and boat and 

marine accessory stores and their catalogs. They can also 

be purchased via the Internet from online retailers or 

directly from manufacturers.

Tornado Safety Tips  

~ Basements, inner rooms of a house, and storm cellars provide the best protection. 
~ Stay away from exterior walls, windows, and doors. Stay in the center of the room. 
~  If you are in your car do NOT  try and outrun the tornado because it can switch 

direction and can cover lots of ground quickly, moving up to 70 mph! 
~ Get out of vehicle and go into a stable building if possible. If not, lie flat in a ditch or 

low area and cover your head. 
~ Do NOT  seek shelter under overpasses - wind speeds actually increase under them and 

can suck you out! 
~ If you live in a mobile home, get out IMMEDIATELY . Take shelter in a stable building. 
~ Listen to a weather radio or other media so you can be alerted about your current 

situation.

Lightning Safety Tips  
~ Rule of thumb:  If you can count 30 seconds or 

less between lightning and thunder, seek safe 
shelter.  

~ Do NOT  go near tall trees or any other tall 
objects. 

~ Seek shelter inside a building or in a hardtop 
vehicle, but don't touch any of the metal inside. 

~ Do NOT  use hard-line telephones.  Stay away 
from other electronic devices, bare metal, and 
water. 

~ Do NOT  go near downed power lines. 
~ Watch for changing weather patterns and listen 

to weather reports on the radio or TV. 
~  If caught out in a large body of water, return 

to shore as soon as possible. Get out of the water 
immediately. 

~ If caught out in an open field and walking with 
others, stay a minimum of 10 feet apart.  Keep 
low and move quickly to seek shelter. If there is 
no shelter, lie in a ditch or get to the lowest 
place around.
