Admission to the IUPUI Honors College 
Incoming freshmen admitted to IUPUI who meet the 
following criteria are offered direct admission to the 
IUPUI Honors College:

• A cumulative high school GPA of 3.75 (on a 4.0 scale) 
or better

• A minimum ACT composite score of 27 or SAT score 
of 1250 or higher (SAT critical reading and math 
scores combined)

Bepko Scholars and Fellows Program 
The Bepko Scholars and Fellows Program is designed for 
students who demonstrate integrity, dedication, leadership,
and a commitment to service. This highly competitive schol-
arship program provides financial, academic, and program-
ming support to academically motivated and civically engaged
students throughout their undergraduate and post-graduate
years. Students selected for this scholarship program receive
undergraduate tuition (up to the Indiana resident rate), fees,
a $2,500 study abroad stipend, and books for four years of
study. Bepko Scholars also receive two years of on-campus
housing and are required to live in Honors House, located in
the Campus Apartments on the Riverwalk, their freshman year.
Bepko Scholars who attend IUPUI for graduate or professional
study receive $5,000 per year for four years and are named
Bepko Fellows.

Adam W. Herbert Presidential 
Scholars Program
The Indiana University System offers Adam W. Herbert Presi-
dential Scholarships to outstanding Indiana seniors with 
extensive leadership experience. This highly competitive
scholarship program is designed to further develop scholars’
leadership abilities by providing excellent academic and 
co-curricular opportunities. Students selected for this schol-
arship program receive $9,000 per year for four years of study,
a laptop, $2,500 for a study abroad experience, and a $1,500
housing stipend for on-campus housing their freshman year.
Selection requirements vary by campus, and offers of an Adam
W. Herbert Presidential Scholarship on one IU campus do not
automatically extend to all campuses of the university.

Plater International Scholars Program 
The Plater International Scholars Program is designed for in-
coming freshmen who are committed to combining academic
excellence with global citizenship. This highly competitive
scholarship program is for students with an interest in inter-
national affairs and cross-cultural experiences. Plater Inter-
national Scholars will be actively involved in international
programming, both on and off campus. In close cooperation
with the Office of International Affairs, recipients of the Plater
International Scholarship will be exposed to high profile 
international visitors, international seminars, and lectures.
Students selected for this scholarship program receive $8,000
per year for four years of study, $2,500 for a study abroad ex-
perience, and a $2,500 housing stipend for International
House, located in the Campus Apartments on the Riverwalk,
for their freshman year.

Plater International Scholars Program Essay:
Plater International Scholars possess a strong interest in 
international experiences and global awareness.

In a 1000-word typed essay, discuss the importance of glob-
alization in your area of academic interest. As a Plater Inter-
national Scholar at IUPUI, what international experiences
would you like to pursue and why?

• Applications are accepted only from students who will 

be entering the university as beginning freshmen 
(transfer and graduate students are not eligible for 
consideration). Applicants must intend to begin their 
studies in the fall semester.

• Scholarship offers are based on a variety of factors:  
strength of the academic curriculum in high school, 
standardized test results, grade trends, and 
qualities as specified in each scholarship program.

Application Check List
Submit the following by December 1.

Completed application form.
SAT or ACT results (may be listed on the high 
school transcript).
Two letters of recommendation are required:
• One letter from an education professional familiar with your 

academic work, such as a teacher or high school guidance
counselor. 

• One letter from an individual capable of attesting to your 
character, motivation, and prospect for success at IUPUI, 
such as a mentor, coach, student organization advisor, or 
volunteer/service coordinator. 

Recommenders cannot be family members

Scholarship Essay
• Provide the required essay as specified in the section titled 

IUPUI Honors College Scholarships.

Note: Your essay will be evaluated on its contents, 
organization, clarity and originality.
