The Bepko Scholars and Fellows Program is designed for
students who demonstrate integrity, dedication, leadership,
and a commitment to service.

Plater International Scholars will be actively involved in inter-
national programming, hoth off and on campus. In close
cooperation with the Office of International Affairs, recipients
of the Plater International Scholarship will be exposed to high
profile international visitors, international seminars, and
lectures.
